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Allan R. Tessler, Chairman of the Hudson Institute, announced today that he had accepted with great regret the resignation of Lewis (“Scooter”) Libby as Senior Fellow of the Hudson Institute.

“We continue to have complete belief in the honor, integrity and selflessness of Scooter Libby,” said Mr. Tessler, “a man who has dedicated the bulk of his professional life to public service.  We have faith in our system of justice and believe that the legal process ultimately will vindicate Scooter.”

“It does our country considerable harm to criminalize political conduct, and the bitter partisanship of the moment should never be permitted to distort our system of justice, or threaten dedicated public servants with prosecution.  No matter which party is in power, cases such as this will only diminish the ability of government to attract people of high caliber.
